Memorandum of Understanding
on cooperation in the field of conformity assessment
between
The Federal Agency on Technical Regulating
and Metrology (Russian Federation)
and
TUV Rheinland Holding AG (headquartered in Cologne, Germany)

The Federal Agency on Technical Regulating and Metrology (Russian Federation) and
the globally operating corporation TUV Rheinland Holding AG (headquartered in
Cologne, Germany), hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”,
recognizing the international character of conformity assessment, its main role in
removal of technical barriers in economic and trade relations, production efficiency
rise, delivered products quality, environmental and labor safety,

desiring to develop a cooperation in the field of conformity assessment based on

European and international principles, regulations and standards,

recognizing the mutual benefit to result from cooperation in the field of conformity
assessment,

have reached a mutual understanding on the following:

-1. The parties desire to carry out a cooperation in the field of conformity assessment
in the following directions:
information on activities of each Party in the field of conformity assessment;

utilizing the experience of the Federal Agency on Technical Regulating and
Metrology organizations and TUV Rheinland Holding AG infrastructure for
supporting foreign manufacturers and exporters on receiving required

documentation and support necessary for the import of their products to Russia;

utilizing the experience of the Federal Agency on Technical Regulating and
Metrology organizations and TUV Rheinland Holding AG information resources
for supporting Russian manufacturers and exporters on receiving required
documentation and support necessary for the export of their products to the
Global market;




coordination by the Federal Agency on Technical Regulating and Metrology
cooperation with the federal executive power bodies having permissive and
control-supervision authorities for various product categories;

information to Russian manufacturers and -exporters on TUV Rheinland
Holding AG’s abilities in the area of consultancy on technical regulations in
various countries and markets, and support with obtaining required
documentation necessary for their products’ export;

experience exchange and training on raising the level of specialists’ skill in the
field of conformity assessment.

The cooperation may also be extended to other areas representing mutual interests.

2. The cooperation described with this Memorandum shall be executed in the
following form in accordance with legislative and other normative acts of the
states of the Parties:
development of joint programs, working plans, and contracts;

development of joint training programs;
holding of joint seminars, conferences, and symposiums of specialists;

experience exchange on scientific, technical, and technological information,
publications, reports, and other information in the field of conformity

assessment; preparation of joint publications.

3. Concrete forms and detailed steps for the realization of this cooperation, including
financing conditions shall be additionally defined by the Parties.

For the purpose of coordination and efficiency on all issues surrounding the
implementation of this Memorandum, the Parties authorize the followirig
organizations:

From Federal Agency on Technical Regulating and Metrology - All-Russian
Scientific and Research Institute for Certification (VNIIS);

From TUV Rheinland Holding AG - TUV Rheinland of North America, Inc.



5. The Parties shall take appropriate measures to safeguard and protect the
confidential documentation received and exchanged, and confidential information
of the activities carried out within the framework of this Memorandum.

Scientific and technical information, provided by one of the Parties in the course

of the cooperation, may be provided to a third party only upon previous written
consent of the Party which provided this information. Information on the
results of cooperation may be published only by mutual agreement of both Parties.

6. This Memorandum is not an international agreement and does not create for the
Parties the rights and obligations regulated by international law.
